ustice Patricia O. Alvarez was
elected as the �rst Justice of the
4thCourt of Appeals fromLaredo,

Texas, and the �rst born and raised in
Mexico.

Justice Alvarez attended her �rst
years of college inMexico. Shedidnot
complete her education there because
she moved to the United States with
her then 6-year-old son. She saw the
importance of continuing her educa-
tion. A�er working as a waitress and
then as a blood bank recruiter, she ap-
plied for admission at various colleges.
Her poor command of the written
English language did not help – but
she persevered and was admitted to
UTSA. She graduated from UTSA

(BA ‘82), and then pursued a legal ca-
reer. By the time she graduated from
the University of Texas’ School of Law
in 1987, she had a command of the
written language.

Justice Alvarez was a trial attor-
ney in South Texas for 25 years. She
practiced in state and federal courts
in South Texas, and handled complex
civil trial matters. She is the only jus-
ticewhohas been admitted to practice
in the United States Supreme Court,
the District of Columbia Court of Ap-
peals, the State of Florida and the State
of Texas.

�roughout her career, Justice Al-
varez made it her priority to continue
educating herself. She is Board Certi-

�ed inPersonal InjuryTrialLawby the
Texas Board of Legal Specialization.
At the time of her election, Justice
Alvarez was classi�ed by Martindale–
Hubbell rate as an “AV Preeminent”
attorney, which only 10% of the attor-
neys in the United States attain! She
was designated a Texas Super Lawyer
from 2003 until she took the bench.

Justice Alvarez is an active mem-
ber of the American Board of Trial
Advocates (ABOTA); and of the State
Bar ofTexas,where she served as aDi-
rector of District 12, as Panel Chair of
District 12 Grievance Committee, as
PDP Chair, as member of the Pattern
Jury Charge Committees (Volumes 1
and 2), and as trustee of the Texas Bar

Foundation. She is past president of
the Mexican-American Bar of Texas.
Presently, she serves as a BoardMem-
ber of the College and as Chair of the
Hispanic Issues Section of the Texas
State Bar. She is a frequent lecturer at
international, national and statewide
levels on various areas of civil law.

Justice Alvarez is a member of the
Damas de la Cultura de Oro, the Lar-
edo Rotary Club, of Leadership Texas
(LT’08), and of the Advisory Board of
TexasMigrant Safe Heaven of Laredo.
In 2012, she was inducted in the Hall
of Fame of the Laredo Commission
for Women for her work in promot-
ing education among Webb County
women.

Justice Alvarez has one son, Eduar-
do O. Valdes, who is also an attorney.
She has three grandchildren.
